HANDICAP MIXED TRIO TOURNAMENT

RULES

The Handicap Mixed Trio Tournament is open to all members of the Springfield Women's 600 Club, a female
USBC Member and a male USBC member. The female USBC member may or may not be a member of the
600 Club.

This is a USBC certified tournament and all 600 Club members must be members of the USBC WBA and her
two partners must be members of USBC. If either is not a member, they may purchase their USBC cards
through their local association secretary prior to the tournament.

ENTRY FEE: $60 per trio, early registration; $75 if registering on the day of the tournament. Lane Fee -
$21.15, Prize Fund - $32.85, Expense Fee - $6.00. The $15.00 from late registration will be added to the 600
Club account. Entries are open until the scheduled starting time of 11:30 am. The 600 Club will contribute
$125.00 to the prize fund.

AVERAGES: Entering Average: (a) highest 2007/2008 winter league certified average of 21 games or more; (b)
if no winter league average, the highest 2008 summer league certified average of 21 games or more; (c) if no
average from 2007/2008 winter league or 2008 summer league, the highest current season certified league
average as of 12/07/08 for 21 games or more; (d) if no winter, summer, or current league average, the bowler
will bowl scratch. It shall be the responsibility of each bowler to verify the accuracy of their average on the
score sheet. Failure to use the proper average or make corrections prior to the beginning of the first game of
the series shall disqualify the score if the submitted average is lower than the actual average, thereby resulting
in a lower classification with more handicap. If the submitted average is higher, prize winnings will be based
on submitted average.

Note: USBC Rule 319a-2 (10-pin rule) 319d (reporting of winnings) and 319¢ (15 pin
rule) DO NOT APPLY.

ANY USBC MEMBER THAT IS NOT IN THE LOCAL AVERAGE BOOK MUST FURNISH A VERIFICATION OF
THEIR AVERAGE AT THE TIME OF CHECK-IN. ANYONE NOT HAVING AN AVERAGE VERIFICATION WILL
BOWL SCRATCH .

PRIZES: Prize fee will be returned 100%. At least 1 out of 5 entries will be paid in prize money.
HANDICAP: 90% of the difference between the individual averages and 660.

Bowling will start promptly at 11:30 AM. Lanes will be assigned at check-in, beginning at 10:30 a.m.

. 600 Club Dues: Members must pay local dues of $6.00 prior to tournament participation and may be

submitted with tournament entry. Submitting dues with entry will help expedite check-in on the day of the
tournament.

9. The tournament committee will accept checks for the tournament fees. Any bowler writing an NSF

check will not be allowed to write future checks. That bowler will be assessed any penalty charges due
to the NSF check.
